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%f) Mardi Gras is a French name that means "Fat
Tuesday." It is the day before Ash Wednesday

which is the first day before Lent, followed by
Easter. Usually people give up things that are in ex-
cess. Fat Tuesday is the day before giving up some-
thing, so people party and gorge on food plus drink.

Long ago, the French had festivals that led up to Fat
Tuesday. The merrymaking lasted for weeks with par-
ties, parades and masked balls. The French brought
their traditions with them when they settled in Louisiana
in the late 1600s and 1700s. Today KREWES or carni-
val clubs continue the traditions by adopting a theme for
their floats, balls and parties complete with a King and
Queen. These various carnival clubs provide a great
array of floats where beads and other jewelry are
thrown to the onlookers.
